Ancient Civilizations Gallery Exhibit

Information:  Over the last two weeks, we have been learning about the foundations of civilizations.  We have discussed such topics as the Paleolithic Age, the Neolithic Age, the impacts of the Agricultural Revolution, and the six major characteristics of civilizations.  In this project, you will have the opportunity to use what you have learned to research some of the first ancient civilizations.

Directions:  Create a beautiful poster that tells visitors to our gallery about the six characteristics of one of the following civilizations: ancient Egypt, ancient Mesopotamia, ancient India, ancient Babylonia, or ancient China.  Your project must be informative, well researched, and attractive to the eye.  Below is a rubric and some guiding questions to help you in  your research.  At the end, we will have a “museum” day where you display your projects and learn about other civilizations. 

Guiding Questions/”Must Haves”

Title: The Civilization that you are doing, followed by a six word summary slogan that encompasses the main spirit of your civilization.

Geography:
· A map illustrating where in the world your civilization is located
· A brief description of how its geography contributed to its growth/development

Government:
· What type of government structure is it?  What were each person’s responsibilities?
· Who was a famous leader?  Why were they famous (two reasons)?
· Laws:  Did they have any special laws? What were they? How were they enforced?

Religion:
· Monotheistic (belief in one god) OR Polytheistic (belief in more than one god)?
· Three (3) examples of specific beliefs or gods (What were their names/responsibilities)

Arts/Building Project:
· [bookmark: _gjdgxs]Description of significant artwork/building (Who built it?  Why?  Symbolism?)

Writing and Literature:
· What type of writing did they use? (Pictograph or script)
· Major writings, if any, and what they were about


Social Structure/Job Specialization:
· What did people do for a living?
· What social classes were there?  Who was at the top of the social pyramid?  Create a social pyramid
